ABSENCE AND TARDY POLICIES

Absences

Students will be allowed 14 absences per school year without affecting their ability to pass on to the next grade.  Absences above 14 will have a negative influence on the child’s being able to progress to the next grade level.  There is no reason to provide a physician's note for an absence.  An absence is an absence…..period.  Use them wisely.

Tardies

Students will be allowed 3 tardies per year.  Since being late to class is a major disruption we encourage all parents to make sure their children are on time for class.  After 3 tardies there will be a charge on the school bill according to the following scale……

DISCIPLINE POLICY  (Revised June 2011)


Biblical disciplinary strategies will be utilized to promote a safe and positive atmosphere at school and to assist students in taking responsibility for his/her actions. 


The aim of Christian discipline is to assist the child in developing a lifestyle consistent with God’s expectations for daily living.  Our teachers look for opportunities to praise students and take a positive approach to discipline by emphasizing what is right and acceptable behavior, while not overlooking unacceptable behavior.


We believe that discipline for inappropriate behavior is to be “quickly carried out”.  However, prior to administering any punishment more gentle procedures are employed, such as, endeavoring to help the child understand the offense for which he/she may be punished, discussing the Biblical implications of such an offense, praying with the child, and counseling with the parents and child.  In this way the child is given an opportunity to show genuine repentance, and ask for forgiveness.  Discipline procedures might include counseling, the denial of privileges, parent conferences, after school detention, administrative conferences, calling parents, child’ removal from the classroom, suspension or dismissal.  The greatest aid to consistent corrective discipline remains good communication and cooperation between the home and school.  Discipline is designed to help a child take responsibility for his or her actions and lead to a self-disciplined person desiring to ultimately do God’s will. 


Our staff’s goal is to provide an atmosphere throughout the school in which children feel safe, secure, respected and loved.  Such an environment provides a maximum learning experience for students.  In an effort to accomplish this goal, school-wide discipline plans have been developed.  The plans specify rules that cover the behaviors expected from each student.  They also encourage students who obey the rules through positive recognition.  Consequences are clearly defined for infractions.  The following pages contain the policy plan.
CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR 


Students are expected to maintain high standards of conduct at all times.  God is not the author of confusion and He desires decency and order.  These rules apply on a daily basis.

RULES
1. I will respect the authority of my teacher or any adult in authority at all times: in my actions, my speech and my behavior.  I will always use the terms “Mr.” or “Mrs.” or “Miss.”  AT NO TIME….will I be allowed to refer to an adult by their first name.
2. I will be prepared for class –be on time, homework complete and turned in and materials on hand.
3. I will follow directions.
4. I will raise my hand to speak & wait to be called upon. 

5. I will leave my seat only with permission.

6. I will not run in the building unless allowed to do so in the gym.

7. I will not yell or use a loud voice inside any building unless allowed to do so during play time.
8. I will keep my hands, feet and objects to myself.
9. I will show respect to other students and the private property of others.
10. I will have a positive Christ-like attitude.
11. I will stand when a teacher enters the class-room to begin their teaching session and will not be seated until allowed to do so.
12. I will not, under any circumstance, bring a cell phone/MP3 player/

video game or any other hand held electronics to the campus or on


any school activity.

Student is to bring no personal supplies to school.  All supplies will be


provided.

14.
Student must respect all student upperclassman/officers.

All writing assignments are due the next morning and a parent’s signature is required.  If the assignment is not returned at that time, an additional writing assignment will be due the following school morning.  If the writing assignments are not returned at that time, one after school detention will be assigned.  Failure of parents to help the school get misbehavior under control will result in suspension and or expulsion from school with no refund for the current month’s tuition.
DETENTIONS
First Offense:       Referral Form; one after school detention; written communication to parent 
Second Offense:  Referral Form; two after school detentions; written communication to parent

Third Offense:     Referral Form; ISS; Parent conference

Fourth Offense:   Referral form; OSS (Out of School Suspension), Parent conference

UNACCEPTABLE BEHAVIORS

· Insubordination/Open defiance

· Inappropriate jokes/gestures/language/pictures

· Profanity in spoken or written word

· Continued misconduct evidencing inability or unwillingness to follow school standards of dress or conduct

· Cheating

· Stealing

· Lying

· Bullying/hands, feet and objects not kept to oneself and harmful to others or damaging to property

Any of these behaviors result in immediate detention.

SEVERE BEHAVIORS

· Possession of a weapon on campus

· Leaving school without permission

· Fighting

· Sexual harassment or sexual misconduct

· Possession of drugs

Any of these behaviors can constitute grounds for suspension and/or expulsion.

REFERRAL FORMS

Referral forms for infractions are not given lightly and represent behavior which neither KCA nor the home endorses.  
AFTER SCHOOL DETENTIONS
Parents will be advised at least one day prior to a detention.  There is a $10.00 charge per detention and accounts will be billed.  1st grade & up students serve detentions from 3:00 to 4:00pm.  Detentions may be rescheduled one time due to an already arranged appointment.   The cost for detentions will increase by $10 each time (i.e., $20 for second offense/$30 for third offense/etc.).

REVISION ADDED 9/19/06

K.C.A. generally follows its discipline procedures contained herein.  However, there are circumstances in which the school administration and/or board may determine, in their sole discretion, that it is appropriate not to follow progressive discipline steps.  In cases in which a student has engaged in egregious, immoral, or other unacceptable behavior, the school reserves the right to suspend or expel the student immediately.
