Statement of Cooperation (2011-12 School Year)

I agree to support and adhere to the following policies and financial arrangements:


1. Each child will be required to wear approved uniforms, either from "Lands'end"


or from other sources as long as they fit the guidelines.  Signature of this form indicates       
the parent understands and supports the school's dress code.


2. Signature of this form acknowledges that you have read and accept the school's 
Discipline Policy.  We have the right to dismiss a student without advance 
notice, and the 
parent has the right to withdraw their child at anytime.  No tuition refund.   


3. In regard to health, parents will be notified to pick up a child suspected of having a 
communicable disease or develops a temperature of 101, as well as any other signs or 
symptoms which include, but not limited to, any of the following: rash, vomiting, 
diarrhea, pink eye, head lice or skin infection. The child may not return until he/she is 
symptom free for 24 hours. Also, no medication will be dispensed without written 
direction from 
a physician, duly signed, dated, and with parent’s written consent. 
Medication shall only 
be administered by a teacher, teacher aide, or school nurse.  If a 
child has a food allergy, it is the responsibility of the parent to provide for that need. If a 
child is well enough to attend school, they should be well enough to go outside for 
physical activity, unless there is written direction from a physician, duly signed and 
dated.  
NOTE:  Kent Christian Academy will not accept any students currently on


Ritalin or any other mind altering drug.  We want your child's full attention and faculties


available for their spiritual and academic development.  If you child is currently on


Ritalin and you would like to enroll them, we require a Dr.'s release form indicating


that they authorized the drug to be stopped.  The child must be clean for 30 days.
4. It is the parent’s responsibility to provide the school with updated information as it relates to health records, emergency contacts, change of address, change of telephone numbers, and those approved to pick up.

5. Tuition is based on 180 days of education and is divided into ten equal payments. It is due the 1st of each month, beginning August 1st and continuing through May 1st. Tuition is considered late after the 5th and will be assessed a $15.00 per day late fee (strictly enforced).  Monthly tuition payments are due regardless of absence due to illness, vacation, etc.  Other arrangements must be made directly through the Administrator.

6. No records, transcripts, or report cards will be released until all accounts have been made current. None of the aforementioned items will be released to other institutions without the parent’s written permission. All files are kept confidential.

7. Extended care students should arrive no earlier than 6:40am and must be picked up no later than 5:30 pm. Academic only Students should arrive no earlier than 7:40 AM.  Academic students left at school more than 15 minutes previous/past their pick-up time will be placed in our Extended Care Program. Parents will be charged the extended Hour Fee. ($25.00)/day)    

8. Lunches may be brought in simple brown bags….or purchased from "Lands'end"
according to guidelines in dress code.
9. Signature of this form gives my child permission to take part in all school activities, including sports and school sponsored field trips away from the school premises. I release the school from liability of any injury to my child at school or during any activity.                                                      

10. Signature of this form acknowledges that you have read the school's "Statement of Faith" and agree for your child to be taught in a school that abides by the statement of faith.

11.  Signature of this form acknowledges that you have read the 20 statements of

"Parents Who Should Not Put Their Children in KCA" and that you are in agreement with the statements.

12.  Signature of this form acknowledges that you have read and will abide by the school's absence and tardy policy.
13. Signature of this form acknowledges that you understand and agree that continued

enrollment and re-enrollment of your child/children in "Kent Christian Academy" is

dependent on your parental support of the school, its staff, and its policies.  Attempts to cause problems/divisions in the school will result in the dismissal of your child without any refund of tuition.  You as parent/parents will deal with any problems in a proper adult and Christlike manner.

14.  Signature of this form acknowledges that you understand that you are expected to call in whenever your child/children will be absent from school for whatever reason.

15. Signature of this form acknowledges that you understand that attending "Parent/Teacher Meetings" is not an option.  It is a requirement for your child to attend "Kent Christian Academy." (There are 3 per year.)
16. Signature of this form acknowledges that you understand that your child/children attending "Kent Christian Academy" is a privilege…..not a right.

17. Signature of this form acknowledges that you understand that damages to text books and/or library books will be the parent/parents responsibility to pay for.

18. Signature of this form acknowledges that you understand your child/children will be required to participate in the Christmas and Spring Programs that take place at Kent Christian Church.

19. Signature of this form acknowledges that you understand that your child/children may

 be dismissed from school, without refund, if it is found out that the child has         

 participated in immoral sexual behavior such as, but not limited to, homosexuality           

 and/or fornication (sex outside of marriage).

20.  Signature of this form acknowledges that you understand that school rules apply all the time and not just when a child is in school.  The Bible is applicable all the time….not just in church.  The same is true for school rules.  Failure of a student to comply to school rules outside of school will result in the same disciplinary procedures as if they were in school.  Remember, we are trying to create "Good Citizens of Heaven AND EARTH!"

21.  Beginning in the 2010/11 school year, parents of new enrollments must provide a form from their appropriate church leaders indicating active involvement in a local church.  Failure to maintain this church activity will affect future enrollment.  KCA will provide the form to fill out.
